Saint of the Week

Saint Anthony Mary Claret is also known as the
“spiritual father of Cuba.” He was born in Salient in
Catalonia, Spain, in 1807. He became a weaver, like
his father, and was very talented. But he studied in
his spare time to become a priest and was ordained
in 1835. In 1849 the saint founded the Claretians, a
religious institute of missionaries, and a companion
order of women religious who served as teachers
for girls.

From 1850 to 1857 he served as Archbishop

of Santiago de Cuba, Cuba, where he worked
diligently to reform both clergy and laity. He
opposed concubinage and instructed black slaves,
and championed family-owned farms instead of the
mass farming of a sugar cash crop. These stances
were vehemently opposed by many, and Saint
Anthony was the target of assassins.

He was recalled to act as Queen Isabella II’s
confessor, a duty he reluctantly agreed to, with

the exceptions that he would reside away from

the court, attending the household only to hear
confessions and instruct the children. While in
Spain he founded the Religious Publishing House
and wrote or published 200 Catholic books and
pamphlets. He went into exile to France with the
Queen’s household during the Spanish Revolution
of 1868.

The saint returned to Rome to Participate in
Vatican | where he defended the infallibility of the
Pope. He died in France in 1870 and was canonized
in 1950 by Pope Pius XIlI.

MARY CLARET
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San Antonio Maria Claret es también conocido como el
“padre espiritual de Cuba”. Nacié en Salient en Cataluna,
Espafna, en 1807. Se convirtié en tejedor, como su padre, y
tenia mucho talento. Pero en su tiempo libre estudié para
ser sacerdote y fue ordenado en 1835. En 1849 el santo
fundo los Claretianos, un instituto religioso de misioneros
y una orden de companeras de religiosas que servian co-
Mo Mmaestras para ninas.

De 1850 a 1857 se desempend como Arzobispo de Santia-
go de Cuba, Cuba, donde trabajo¢ diligentemente para re-
formar tanto al clero como al laicado. Se opuso al concu-
binato e instruyod a los esclavos negros, y defendioé las
granjas familiares en lugar de la agricultura masiva de un
cultivo comercial de azdcar. Muchos se opusieron con
vehemencia a estas posturas, y San Antonio fue el objeti-
vo de los asesinos.

Fue llamado a actuar como confesor de la reina Isabel Il,
un deber que aceptd a reganadientes, con la excepcion
de que residiria fuera de la corte, asistiendo a la casa solo
para escuchar confesiones e instruir a los ninos. Estando
en Espana fundo la Editorial Religiosa y escribid o publico
200 libros y folletos catdlicos. Se exilié a Francia con la ca-
sa de la Reina durante la Revolucion Espanola de 1868.

El santo volvié a Roma para participar en el Concilio Vati-
cano | donde defendi¢ la infalibilidad del Papa. Murio en
Francia en 1870 y fue canonizado en 1950 por el Papa Pio
XII.
