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VENITE AD ME

March 24, 2024 * Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord




COURAGE by Rev. Thomas Iwanowsk:

Compassionate, loving, humble, holy, prayerful, generous, caring, faithful, trusting, forgiving, obedient,
virtuous, innocent. These are some of the adjectives that can be used to describe Jesus. In light of the
Passion of our Lord that is proclaimed this Sunday (Mark 14:1-15:47), there is another adjective that can be
added to that list: courageous. The courage of Jesus is apparent throughout Mark’s account of the Lord’s
suffering and death. During his Last Supper with his disciples, Jesus permitted Judas to remain at the table
even though he knew what Judas was about to do. Jesus had the courage to allow that disciple’s act of
treachery to advance. In the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus prayed that “the hour might pass him by” and he
might escape what was coming. But Jesus added that he was ready to endure whatever was in accord with
God’s will. He then courageously confronted the armed mob that came to arrest him. Jesus did not run away
in fear as did his disciples.

When he was questioned by the chief priest and members of the Sanhedrin, Jesus unflinchingly remained
silent as they hurled their false accusations against him. When directly asked, “Are you the Christ, the son of
the Blessed One?” Jesus courageously responded, “I am,” even though he knew those words would lead to
his being accused of blasphemy. When Jesus was brought before Pilate, the one with the power to execute
him or set him free, Jesus demonstrated that same courage and boldness. When Pilate asked, “Are you the
king of the Jews?” Jesus answered, “You say so,” even though that reply made him a threat to the power of
Rome. When Jesus was mocked as “King of the Jews” by the soldiers of Pilate, Jesus courageously endured
their taunts and derision.

When he was brought to the place of crucifixion, Jesus refused the wine drugged with myrrh given him by
the soldiers. He bravely suffered the pain of crucifixion without his senses being dulled. As his life drained
away on the wood of the cross, Jesus was reviled and mocked by his executioners, the chief priests, the
scribes, the spectators, and even by those crucified along with him. In his final moments, Jesus endured the
pain of feeling abandoned by God. “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” The courage shown by
Jesus during his last moments led the Roman centurion supervising the crucifixion to say, “Truly this man
was the Son of God.” The courage displayed by Jesus during his passion was the result of his absolute faith
and trust in God. Jesus knew that God the Father was with him even in the midst of his suffering and pain.
We need to grow in our relationship with God so that with faith and trust in him, we can imitate that
courage of Jesus.

Courageous Christians are especially needed in our day, for we live in a society that is increasingly hostile to

the message of Gospel, dismisses the relevance of Jesus, and labels believers as misguided bigots. The courage
shown by Jesus during his Passion challenges us to be courageous in living out our faith.

CORAJE por Rev. Thomas Twanowski

Compasivo, amoroso, humilde, santo, orante, generoso, solidario, fiel, confiado, perdonador, obediente,
virtuoso, inocente. Estos son algunos de los adjetivos que se pueden utilizar para describir a Jesus. A la luz de
la Pasién de nuestro Sefior que se proclama este domingo (Marcos 14:1-15:47), hay otro adjetivo que se
puede agregar a esa lista: valientes. La valentia de Jesus es evidente en todo el relato de Marcos sobre el
sufrimiento y la muerte del Sefior. Durante su Ultima Cena con sus discipulos, Jestis permitié que Judas
permaneciera en la mesa a pesar de que sabfa lo que estaba a punto de hacer. Jests tuvo el coraje de permitir
que avanzara el acto de traicién de aquel discipulo. En el Huerto de Getsemani, Jests oré para que “pasase la
hora” y pudiera escapar de lo que se avecinaba. Pero Jests afiadié que estaba dispuesto a soportar todo lo
que estuviera de acuerdo con la voluntad de Dios. Luego se enfrenté valientemente a la turba armada que
vino a arrestarlo. Jestis no huyé con miedo como lo hicieron sus discipulos.

Cuando fue interrogado por el sumo sacerdote y los miembros del Sanedrin, Jests permanecié resueltamente
en silencio mientras lanzaban falsas acusaciones contra él. Cuando se le pregunté directamente: "¢Eres ta el
Cristo, el hijo del Bendito?" Jests respondié con valentifa: “Yo soy”, aunque sabfa que esas palabras lo
llevarian a ser acusado de blasfemia. Cuando Jesus fue llevado ante Pilato, el que tenia el poder de ejecutarlo
o liberarlo, Jestis demostré ese mismo coraje y audacia. Cuando Pilato pregunté: "¢Eres ta el rey de los
judios?” Jesus respondié: “T1 lo dices”, aunque esa respuesta lo convertia en una amenaza para el poder de
Roma. Cuando los soldados de Pilato se burlaron de Jesus llamdndolo “Rey de los judios”, Jesus soporté
valientemente sus burlas y burlas.

Cuando lo llevaron al lugar de la crucifixién, Jests rechazé el vino impregnado de mirra que le dieron los
soldados. Sufrié valientemente el dolor de la crucifixidon sin que sus sentidos se embotaran. Mientras su vida
se consumia en el madero de la cruz, Jests fue injuriado y burlado por sus verdugos, los principales
sacerdotes, los escribas, los espectadores e incluso por los crucificados junto con él. En sus momentos
finales, Jesus soporté el dolor de sentirse abandonado por Dios. “Dios mio, Dios mio, ¢por qué me has
desamparado?” La valentia mostrada por Jestis durante sus altimos momentos llevé al centurién romano que
supervisé la crucifixién a decir: “Verdaderamente este hombre era Hijo de Dios”. La valentia mostrada por
Jesus durante su pasién fue el resultado de su absoluta fe y confianza en Dios. Jesus sabfa que Dios Padre
estaba con ¢l incluso en medio de su sufrimiento y dolor. Necesitamos crecer en nuestra relacién con Dios
para que con fe y confianza en él podamos imitar esa valentia de Jests. Los cristianos valientes son
especialmente necesarios en nuestros dias, porque vivimos en una sociedad que es cada vez mds hostil al
mensaje del Evangelio, descarta la relevancia de Jesuds y etiqueta a los creyentes como fandticos equivocados.

La valentia mostrada por Jestus durante su Pasién nos desafia a ser valientes al vivir nuestra fe.
